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Minnesota New Bride Name Change Kit

This kit gives you all the information and materials you need to change your name in Minnesota.

Before you get married:  Apply for your marriage license together at the county Clerk of Court.  A week later you’ll receive three copies of your blank license in the mail.

On your wedding day:  Give your minister your license on the wedding day, before your wedding, and your minister will fill out and sign all three licenses. Your minister will have both your witnesses sign them, as well. Your minister will send the official off to the county, and the other two licenses are for you to keep (“Souvenir Copies”…possibly good for free champagne at your honeymoon hotel!).  

After your wedding day: Wait for your certified copy to come in the mail. The county will certify this official license with a stamp, and then they’ll mail that certified copy to you – that’s the one you use to change your documents.  

Must do in person, with original of marriage license:
· Driver’s license and car titles
Bring your old drivers license and car titles down in person to the DMV, along with your original (not photocopied) certified marriage license.

No change needed:

· US Post Office
Don’t do anything.  If a letter mailed to you has the right address, it will be delivered – whether the letter is addressed to your old or new name.

· IRS
Just start using your new name (the IRS tracks you by your unchanging Social Security number).  

Use their form:

· Voter Registration
Just fill out the form – available at: http://www.sos.state.mn.us/Modules/ShowDocument.aspx?documentid=4222 and mail it in.

Use the enclosed form plus photocopy of marriage license:

· Bank, credit cards, life insurance, retirement plan, etc.

· Clubs and associations

· Utility company

· Medical plan, dental, physician, etc.

Use the enclosed form plus original of marriage license:

· Social Security Card
Use the form available at: http://www.socialsecurity.gov/online/ss-5.pdf 
Enclose your original (not photocopied) certified marriage certificate – they will return it. If you prefer, you may go to the Social Security Office and do all this in person. Here is a list of the Social Security Offices in Minnesota: http://www.ssa.gov/chicago/minnesota.htm 
· Passport
Use the form available att: http://travel.state.gov/passport/forms/ds82/ds82_843.html  I realize that it says “Application for a Passport”, but it’s the same form you use for changing your  name on your passport.  Enclose your current passport, $140, two passport photos, and your original (not photocopied) certified marriage certificate – they will return it. Alternately, you may go to passport agency and do all this in person. Re-draft the whole document:

· Legal documents (will, health care proxy, living will, trust, power of attorney, contracts)
These legal documents require more than just a form.  You will have to re-actually draft or amend these legal documents.
